How to turn an AutoCAD drawing into a decent JPG for ControlIQ Graphics
1. From the AutoCAD plot menu, plot the drawing as a PDF.  Make sure you’re plotting to an 11x17 page size.  Center the plot.  Fit to paper.
2. Open the drawing in Adobe Acrobat. 

3. Rotate the image to the proper viewing orientation.  [Document-Rotate Pages]
4. Add the CIQ-Blue Background Color. [Document-Background-Add/Replace]

5. In the “Source” area, click on the small color swatch next to the radio button labeled “From Color”.

6. Select “Other Color”.

7. Use the following values: 
Hue – 150
Red – 125

Sat. – 69
Green – 140

Lum. – 145
Blue – 183

8. Click on “Add to custom Colors”

9. Click OK two times

10. Export the image to a PNG.  [File-Export-Image-PNG]

11. Open the PNG image in Fireworks.

12. Scale the image [Modify-Canvas-Image Size]
13. Leave the proportions constrained and set the vertical pixel size to 670.  We’re looking for no-smaller-than 670 x 1010.
14. If the resulting image size is greater than 1010 wide, trim the canvas size to 1010 [Modify-Canvas-Canvas Size].  

15. Export the resulting image as a high-quality JPEG and enjoy!
