By design, exception schedules are ‘ORed’ with standard schedules, so either can become true and have the schedule turn on.   Because of this you can not make and exception schedule turn ‘off’ where a standard schedule exists.  Setting this value to True will cause all exception schedules to override standard scheduled for the specified day.

Changed the ‘About’ dropdown to ‘Help’, then added “Online Documentation” and “About” as sub items.  Online Documentation now takes you direct to ftp.controliq.com/documents where all documentation is in PDF form.  The supporting MS-Word docs are in the folder below that.

Changed the timing in CommPortSetup for an error received on some communication boards

Changed Afterhours.  Found that if an after hour code was issued, then the same code was called in again before the first one had expired, the Tenant was charged for both calls.

Corrected a problem in the Weather Forecast driver where on a return data failure the driver retries in 2 minutes instead of immediately.  Also, if it gets 10 consecutive errors it stops trying until the Rescan interval is reached or the “Re-Establish Removed Comm” is clicked on the File menu.

CIQProc.exe Version 2.6.0.12 – Posted May 7, 2007

Added a new item to the Preferences table to allow changing the Dusk and Dawn offset value.  The verb is “DuskAndDawn”.  Before this version, Dusk was 10 minutes before sundown, and Dawn was 10 minutes after sunrise.  If this is omitted from the Preferences table, 10 minutes is still assumed, otherwise the offset takes on the value in the preference table,
